PHYSICAL AND CHEMICAL APPEARANCE

synthetic latex.

Smell: Fragrance.

METHOD OF USE

• Remove the object which caused the flat tyre.

• Shake the can well.

• Position the wheel with the valve at the top.

• Inject the foam holding the aerosol upside-down.

• Check the tyre pressure.

• Do not store at temperatures below 0°C.

• Do not use if the tyre is severely damaged.

• Do not expose to temperatures above 50°C.

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METHOD OF USE

• Refill the reservoir without dilution.

• Position extension tube on the spray nozzle of 

aerosol.

• Spray onto all parts requiring treatment.

• Leave for a few minutes.

• Repeat the operation in cases of high 

oxidisation.
